] The work of the Township Assessor’s Office encom-
1 passes a wide range of duties and responsibilities.

| Though some believe that the Assessor sets their prop-
-] erty tax bills, nothing could be further from the truth.
] The Assessor is responsible only for the valuation of
property; your tax bill is determined by multiplying this
.} valuation by the tax rate for your area. The tax rate in

1] turn is determined by the levies and budgets set by the
taxing bodies that provide services to your area. The job
of the Assessor, then, is to ensure that your assessment
is fair, accurate, and uniform with comparable properties
¢ 1 —because it is your assessment that your property tax

o bill is based upon.

Essentially, the duties of the Assessor cover three major areas:

e  Assessing all real estate in the jurisdiction

e Maintaining complete and accurate records on all properties

®  Working with the public to communicate and educate about the assessment process

Let’s look at each area in turn: :

Assessing all real estate in the jurisdiction

Hllinois law mandates that the Township Assessor must assess all property at a median level of 33.3333% (thirty-
three and one-third percent) of market value. The Assessor is also required by statute to assess all property uni-
formly in comparison to similar properties. The Assessor accomplishes this complex task through a process of
mass-appraisal, typically on a neighborhood-by-neighborhood basis. The Assessor utilizes customized programs,
statistical and empirical reports, and sales-ratio studies to analyze market trends, stratify properties, and determine
appropriate and uniform assessments.

Once the Assessor’s valuations are done, they are turned in to the Kane County Supervisor of Assessments Office
(SA). The SA then determines what annual equalization factor is necessary to adjust all assessments in the township
to the statutory median of 33.3333%; this equalization factor is based on a 3-year weighted sales-ratio study of the
entire township. This year, the SA has informed us that Campton Township will receive a 4.94% equalization fac-
tor. :

Maintaining complete and accurate records on all properties

Accurate records are the key to the assessment process. You'll often see our Assessor’s Office staff in the field
inspecting new construction and updating our property records; with the explosion of residential and commercial
development in Campton, our field work is on a constantly rising curve. Throughout the year, the Assessor’s Of-
fice receives hundreds of permits for new homes, new additions, and new amenities, both from Kane County and
from municipalities like the Village of Elburn and the Village of Lily Lake. Each permit requires a field inspection, at
which time the building, addition, or amenity is measured and all changes recorded. All field data is then entered in
our assessment database, which includes building drawings and digital photos as well as detailed information on lots
and buildings. The Assessor then derives new assessments based on the updated data.

Working with the public to communicate and educate about the assessment process

Our Township Assessor, Alan Rottmann, is always available to meet personally with property own-
ers and discuss their assessments with them. Mr. Rottmann makes it a policy to be available at times
that meet the taxpayer’s needs, including meeting with property owners on evenings or weekends. He
is always willing to review your assessment and explain how it was arrived at, as well as analyze it with
you for uniformity and market value.

Perhaps the most significant step the Assessor’s Office has taken in recent years is the Assessor’s
Online Property Search at www.camptontownship.com. This online database makes property and as-
sessment information available to the public 24/7; it offers land and building details, recent assessment
history, and a sales history for each parcel. In fact, if you have questions about your assessment, the
Assessor's Online Property Search is a good place to start. You can search by PIN (Parcel Index Num-
ber) or address to view property assessments and sales in your area.
